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 Interpretation of the cards

· The FOOL 
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· Upright

· The Fool is beyond the cares and concerns of the world, and ready to embark on a new journey. The journey may involve moving physically to a new residence, a new place, a new job, or getting married or divorced. Change is in the air! 

· If you are young, idealistic, and full of cheer then this card denotes your carefree ways. If you are older and more experienced, then “three cheers to you” as you have managed to stay young, happy and learned to minimize the influence of negative external situations. You maybe the only one in the group who is positive but hell, a positive attitude is invaluable in this pessimistic world.

· Reversed

· In reverse the Fool symbolizes a warning. Be careful. You maybe evaluating a situation with naivety or living a lifestyle that is carefree but it can have negative implications. This is not the time for independent action. Be more rational! Take more advise from people (everyone who you can get advise from), and then make the decision. Don’t start a new venture, jump into a relationship, quit your job or make any additional important decisions without rationally thinking through.

· THE MAGICIAN 
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· Upright

· The Magician is similar to a powerful wizard. He represents wisdom and the power to control unseen forces affecting human lives. Picking this card denotes deep meaning and implications for your life. Something major is happening or is going to happen in your life. Destiny will be knocking at your door. We all have a purpose, and a personal journey. Picking this card is a reminder of the latent forces beyond the human realm.  The card also symbolizes spirituality. An awakening. The card is primarily about self-development. You are touching upon manifesting your dreams into reality. Picking this card lets you know that you can achieve what you want with perseverance. Listen carefully to your inner self. All the tools you need to succeed are available to you. The Magician has his tools (and you will learn more about them as you continue your reading), which will help you in your journey.

· Reversed

· Now is not the time for change. Patience is required. Wait till the time is ripe. You may be experiencing self-doubt or afflicted with concerns. This time will pass. The higher forces want you to know that they are aware of your thoughts, and they will help you get through.

THE HIGH PRIESTESS
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· Upright

· This is a mysterious and powerful card. The appearance of this card signifies something hidden about yourself that will soon be revealed--perhaps, a realization. The human body is a vessel that carries many secrets, which the conscious mind is not always aware of. If you stop in the silence, you may hear your soul’s voice. This is a profound card, and signifies a profound positive change in your inner world. 

· Reversed

· This is a mysterious and powerful card about your inner psyche. In reverse, it is a warning to take time off from worldly matters. Sometimes we all need a break. Pay attention to your inner thoughts and needs. You may already be doing this. If so, then you are on a journey of finding inner peace and contentment.

THE EMPRESS
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· Upright

· The Empress is a card of beauty, balance, creativity, and sexual energy. She represents the feminine maternal roles of giving new life, nurturing, making a home beautiful and overall domestic harmony. When the Empress appears upright, there is a strong feminine energy at work.  Someone in your circle needs nurturing and your strength. This maybe a child, a spouse, a lover, or a friend—it can be anyone in your personal circle. You may also be feeling a desire to have a baby. Overall, the appearance of this card upright signifies that you are, or will be helping someone. In a male reading, the empress may signify the man’s need to recognize the female energy within him-- acknowledge the two opposing powers, and the balance they can bring to his life.

· Reversed

· The Empress is a card of beauty, balance, creativity, and sexual energy. She represents the feminine maternal roles of giving new life, nurturing, making a home beautiful and overall domestic harmony. When the empress appears reversed, as is the case here, it signifies lack of self-love. It’s time to nurture yourself and pay attention to your needs. You cannot keep giving and giving to others without replenishing for yourself. Be gentle with yourself. This is a call for self-love, care, attention, and nurturing so you can bring back balance into your life.

The EMPEROR
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· Upright

· The Emperor is a powerful figure that commands over all. He is wise, and a benevolent ruler who understands that sometimes children need to grow on their own. The Emperor teaches us the meaning of power—not through brute force but with compassion, empathy and understanding. He is the protector of the home and domestic harmony. You might be currently dealing with a powerful masculine figure or an establishment. The card also begs attention to your own relationship with your father. 

· Reversed

· The Emperor is a powerful figure that commands over all. Reversed, this card may signify loss of power. Perhaps, you are in conflict with a powerful establishment or figure. Perhaps, you have past issues with an authoritarian figure in your life, which are peaking now. You may also be feeling a lack of energy to reach your goals. Remember, there is no such thing as a negative tarrot card in the long run. 

The HIEROPHANT 
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· Upright

· The Hierophant is a figure with authority and power but of an intellectual nature guided by spirituality. The Hierophant deals with decisions made in the external world using knowledge for positive results. When this card appears it is asking you to make a choice on a practical level guided by spirituality. One also has to recognize spirituality in the context of your connection to the divine forces separate from religion or institutions. The decision is yours alone and whether you feel the time is right to go search for the truth on your own or continue to depend on outside influences. The answer will affect the rest of your life. There is no correct answer. It’s a question of timing and how you would like to proceed currently.

Reversed

· You feel suffocated in your current situation and want to over-throw the old ways of tradition, religion, an ideology or way of life. You want to listen to your true nature and live life by your own rules. This is a lovely card that may signify great growth and change for you--A time of independence and inner growth. The only consideration is practicality in your current situation. If you have a way to survive independently, do it. If not, work to create a situation that will help you eventually break free of your current situation.
CHARIOT
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· Upright

· Rest assured everything will work out! The Chariot is the representation of victory and a reminder that, through focus and perseverance, challenging obstacles can be overcome. This card indicates that you are in control of your destiny and that your will is strong. Your refusal to surrender is your great attribute at this time. You will soon find yourself in a challenging situation that requires you to be in complete control of your actions and confident in your abilities. The card is a reminder that if you put your energy behind the situation or task at hand—you will succeed.
Reversed

Things are moving too fast and you are juggling too many balls in the air. A reversed chariot card signifies that you must slow down your life and prioritize. Be more in tune with yourself. Understand what really makes you happy, and make decisions from there. Balance practicality with your personal goals for peace, happiness, and good health.
· STRENGTH
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· Upright

· A lovely card—it represent real strength in you. You have learned to rely on yourself-your inner instincts, and have grown as a person. Others in your inner circle would have started noticing the change. Some may resist. Don’t worry. Things will work out for you. You have gone through many trials and have come out stronger. The animal side in you that represents instincts is very strong. Your connection to yourself is in harmony; therefore, you are creating a more positive environment externally. Do what feels right for you.

· Reversed

· Your inner self is screaming out for help. People may not understand why you are behaving the way you are—but your behavior is a mirror to the turmoil you are feeling within. You are dealing with a difficult and harmful situation. Try and think rationally and avoid emotional decisions. You will eventually come out of this. Pray. Do things that nurture your soul. You need to heal. 

THE HERMIT
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Upright

The Hermit is a guardian looking over you in the physical world or on the spiritual plain. You should know that someone is looking over you always. Stop for a moment. Silence your thoughts. Learn to tune into the natural energy all around us. The Hermit awaits your arrival. Be silent and you will know what to do. You may be isolating yourself in search of answers. You have embarked on a beautiful journey. Do yoga, meditate, look at flowers—be more aware so you can listen to the advise the Hermit is trying to communicate to you.

Reversed

Keeping too busy may be escapism. You are running away from the reality of your life. In order for you to build a happy life you have to address the past, and confront the present. The Hermit, appearing in reverse form, signifies advice from the divine energy: slow down. Everything will be OK. Painful things happen to everyone. You are feeling the way you do because of a natural reaction to painful circumstances. Seek help and support. Avoid people who pull you down.

The LOVERS
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· Upright

· Many people think that the Lovers signify a romantic relationship. The card maybe related to a romantic relationship in your current situation but the Lovers also signify the male and female energy in you, or two opposing forces externally. The Lovers card may signify that a healing needs to take place externally or internally in you.  You may be at crossroads in your life, and a critical life decision has to be made. You have to identify how this is relevant to your current life situation and act. 

· Reversed

· The warring components of your personality are coming together in cooperation. You may recognize that you can be firm but polite at the same time, or you can get your point across without negativity. Sometimes this card can represent delays in a project where two forces have to cooperate.

THE WHEEL OF FORTUNE
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Upright

The wheel of fortune is a karmic card. It signifies that things have been set in motion and there is little you can do to change the result. You must accept the wheel of destiny and what the higher forces have in store for you. Typically this card signals favorable results. You might not be aware of it but you have set things into motion to promote your growth and advancement. The wheel of fortune is also a reminder that every period of intense activity is followed by a time to rest, and inactivity. 

Reversed

You are denying the path laid out by destiny for you. This will cause pain and frustration. You are spiraling downwards. Forget thinking about the outcome or being paralyzed by fear. Just ACT. Ask the universe to help you and do what you know needs to be done.

JUSTICE
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Upright

The Justice card represents REAL justice. It is not guided by human law but the divine law. Everyone reaps what he or she sows. Karma simply means that you get away with nothing. If someone has wronged you then you will get justice—perhaps, not in the way you imagined, and perhaps not immediately.  

The appearance of the justice card calls for caution and careful inner deliberation. Seek guidance from your inner self. Deliberate calmly and carefully before taking any action. You are concerned with external circumstances—something unfair has happened and needs to be resolved. The situation maybe personal or related to a business matter. You must first create balance by neutralizing your emotional reaction to the situation. This is the time for moderation and creating harmony to facilitate relationships. Our external world & experiences are a mirror of our inner world. Once you find inner peace and balance, your external world will be in balance too. The situation will be resolved. You maybe called to arbitrate for others or maybe subject to arbitration yourself. Your judgment is sound. Be fair to all parties including yourself.

Reversed

The justice card reversed denotes delays in legal matters or getting justice. You may have experienced a very unfair situation, and maybe extremely upset. If you are someone in power you may have unfairly harmed someone by being too tough on him or her. On a spiritual level, the reversed card represents imbalance in your inner world. The external world is a reflection of our inner world.  Bring balance and peace internally and all external negative situations will automatically resolve.

THE HANGED MAN 
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Upright

The Hanged Man is a peculiar figure. He is hanging upside down—almost in meditation and seems to be enjoying the posture. The Hanged Man signifies a time of great transformation, a struggle to attain peace and harmony in one’s life. You may be in limbo but you will find your way. You have taken the first step to find true happiness. The lessons learned in this journey are hard learned but it is a beautiful path to walk. You may have realized that happiness is not found externally but within. The lessons you learn will help you transform your life for the better. You will also help others on their journey.

Reversed

The Hanged Man is a peculiar figure. He is hanging upside down—almost in meditation and seems to be enjoying the posture. In reverse, as is the case here, the card denotes a warning: You are neglecting your spiritual life, and you are not being true to yourself. Listen carefully to your inner self. Where do you really find peace and happiness? All that glitters is not gold. Strive for true happiness. You cannot fool your soul. 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Upright

Reversed

The divine forces are with you. Pick a worthy cause. You have the power to improve humanity.

Reversed

You are in tuned with the divine forces but are confused. You have been privy to things that you cannot intellectually justify. Yes, there is another invisible, spiritual world. You may be rejecting what you cannot comprehend. Accept that there are things in the universe bigger than what an intellectual mind can comprehend. Our realities are more complicated then what the human brain understands.

3) The Queen of Wands might represent you. In which case, the universe wants you to be confident in your skills. You will do well in any endeavor.

Generally this card is considered favorable if it appears in your reading.

Reversed

The Queen of wands represents a warm, loving, emphatic, social, powerful, and intelligent woman. Her advice is worth taking, and she is a treasured confidante. In reverse, as is the case here, the Queen of Wands represents a warning. A woman in power is trying to manipulate you. She gives you advise but in return is trying to control your life. Be aware of deception, greed and jealousy when dealing with a woman. Another warning is not to offend any woman in a powerful position. Be tactful. However, if there is no such woman in your life then the reverse Queen of Wands can be a warning in business dealings with women.

KNIGHT OF WANDS

SIX OF CUPS
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Upright

Reversed

The Six of Cups is considered a favorable card even in reverse. You are making adjustments to your immediate environment that will make you feel more content and secure. An important event is coming soon. You are making new friends and forming new support pillars in your life, which will help you moving forward. This card should be perceived as positive news. You are on the right track.

SEVEN OF CUPS
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Upright

The Seven of Cups signifies opportunity and imagination. You have a lot of options right now and it is becoming difficult to choose which path to take. Be honest with yourself, and balance practicality with your personal goals. 

Reversed

In reverse the Seven of Cups signifies confusion. You don’t know which way to go. Too many things are happening simultaneously. You have a lot of options. Take time off. The right answer will come to you in solitude. 

EIGHT OF CUPS
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The Eight of Cups symbolizes a new beginning by turning your back on the past. You tried to make an endeavor or relationship work but it did not turn out the way you expected. If you tried your level best then you should not feel guilty about moving on.

Reversed

In reverse, the Eight of Cups represents escapism. You are trying to run away from your problems. Address the situation and try to make it work. If you run, you will regret it in the future.

NINE OF CUPS
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Upright

The Nine of Cups appearing in a reading is considered very auspicious. There is a star looking over you. Your dreams will come true. You are destiny’s child.

Reverse

Upright, the Nine of Cups appearing in a reading is considered very auspicious. There is a star looking over you. Your dreams will come true. You are destiny’s child. In reverse, as is the case here, the card still means the same thing. Be patient. It will happen. Your dreams will come true.

TEN OF CUPS
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Upright

The Ten of Cups is a lovely card. If it appears in your reading then you are very fortunate. It signifies domestic bliss and harmony. You will have a happy family life. You will also prosper. This card typically offsets any negative cards appearing in a deck. The results of this card are long-term and real.

Reversed

In reverse, the Ten of Cups represents delays. There are real challenges in your life obstructing happiness and prosperity.  These negative forces maybe out of your control. Take heart. Things will improve. Pray to the divine forces to help you through this difficult time.
